Malachi 
Major Messages from the Minor Prophets 

January 14, 2024 
 
Malachi 1:1–6 (NIV) 
A prophecy: The word of the Lord to Israel through Malachi.  

2 “I have loved you,” says the Lord.  
“But you ask, ‘How have you loved us?’  
“Was not Esau Jacob’s brother?” declares the Lord. “Yet I have loved 

Jacob, 3 but Esau I have hated, and I have turned his hill country into a 
wasteland and left his inheritance to the desert jackals.”  

4 Edom may say, “Though we have been crushed, we will rebuild the  
ruins.”  

But this is what the Lord Almighty says: “They may build, but I will     
demolish. They will be called the Wicked Land, a people always under the 
wrath of the Lord. 5 You will see it with your own eyes and say, ‘Great is 
the Lord—even beyond the borders of Israel!’  

6 “A son honors his father, and a slave his master. If I am a father, where 
is the honor due me? If I am a master, where is the respect due me?” says 
the Lord Almighty.  

“It is you priests who show contempt for my name.  
“But you ask, ‘How have we shown contempt for your name?’

Malachi 2:1–2 (NIV) 
“And now, you priests, this warning is for you. 2 If you do not listen, 
and if you do not resolve to honor my name,” says the Lord Al-
mighty, “I will send a curse on you, and I will curse your blessings. 
Yes, I have already cursed them, because you have not resolved to 
honor me. 
 

Matthew 22:36–38 (NIV) 
36 “Teacher, which is the greatest commandment in the Law?”  

37 Jesus replied: “ ‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart 
and with all your soul and with all your mind.’  38 This is the first and 
greatest commandment. 

 

2. He expects us to ___________________________. 
 Malachi 2:7–9 (NIV) 
 7 “For the lips of a priest ought to preserve knowledge, because he 

is the messenger of the Lord Almighty and people seek instruction 
from his mouth. 8 But you have turned from the way and by your 
teaching have caused many to stumble; you have violated the cove-
nant with Levi,” says the Lord Almighty. 9 “So I have caused you to 
be despised and humiliated before all the people, because you 
have not followed my ways but have shown partiality in matters of 
the law.” 

 

 1 John 2:3–5 (NIV) 
 3 We know that we have come to know him if we keep his com-

mands. 4 Whoever says, “I know him,” but does not do what he 
commands is a liar, and the truth is not in that person. 5 But if  



anyone obeys his word, love for God is truly made complete in 
them. This is how we know we are in him: 

 

3. He expects us to make Him ____________________ 

 _______________________.  
 Malachi 2:13–15 (NIV) 
 13 Another thing you do: You flood the Lord’s altar with tears. You 

weep and wail because he no longer looks with favor on your offer-
ings or accepts them with pleasure from your hands. 14 You ask, 
“Why?” It is because the Lord is the witness between you and the 
wife of your youth. You have been unfaithful to her, though she is 
your partner, the wife of your marriage covenant.  

 15 Has not the one God made you? You belong to him in body and 
spirit. And what does the one God seek? Godly offspring.  So be on 
your guard, and do not be unfaithful to the wife of your youth. 

 

 2 Corinthians 6:14–15 (NIV) 
14 Do not be yoked together with unbelievers. For what do right-

eousness and wickedness have in common? Or what fellowship can 
light have with darkness? 15 What harmony is there between Christ 
and Belial? Or what does a believer have in common with an unbe-
liever? 

 

4. He expects us to look out for the weak and            

vulnerable. 

 Malachi 2:17–3:1-5 (NIV) 
17 You have wearied the Lord with your words. (continued) 



“How have we wearied him?” you ask. 
By saying, “All who do evil are good in the eyes of the Lord, and 

he is pleased with them” or “Where is the God of justice?”  
1 “I will send my messenger, who will prepare the way before me. 
Then suddenly the Lord you are seeking will come to his temple; 
the messenger of the covenant, whom you desire, will come,” says 
the Lord Almighty.  

2 But who can endure the day of his coming? Who can stand 
when he appears? For he will be like a refiner’s fire or a launderer’s 
soap. 3 He will sit as a refiner and purifier of silver; he will purify the 
Levites and refine them like gold and silver. Then the Lord will have 
men who will bring offerings in righteousness, 4 and the offerings of 
Judah and Jerusalem will be acceptable to the Lord, as in days gone 
by, as in former years.  

5 “So I will come to put you on trial. I will be quick to testify 
against sorcerers, adulterers and perjurers, against those who       
defraud laborers of their wages, who oppress the widows and the 
fatherless, and deprive the foreigners among you of justice, but do 
not fear me,” says the Lord Almighty. 

 
James 1:26–27 (NIV) 

26 Those who consider themselves religious and yet do not keep 
a tight rein on their tongues deceive themselves, and their religion 
is worthless. 27 Religion that God our Father accepts as pure and 
faultless is this: to look after orphans and widows in their distress 
and to keep oneself from being polluted by the world.
