John 13:31-35 (NIV)

31 When he was gone, Jesus said, “Now the Son of Man is glorified and
God is glorified in him. **If God is glorified in him, God will glorify the Son
in himself, and will glorify him at once.

33 “My children, | will be with you only a little longer. You will look for
me, and just as | told the Jews, so | tell you now: Where | am going, you
cannot come.

3 “A new command | give you: Love one another. As | have loved you,
so you must love one another. > By this everyone will know that you are
my disciples, if you love one another.”

Serve:

e Which of the four actions steps are you going to accomplish this week?
Do you think it is possible to accomplish them all every day?

® How can we make loving others the way that Jesus loves us a habit in
our lives?
