a. In Proverbs 3:12:  Solomon reminds us that God never takes a break 

or leaves us to fend for ourselves: “because the LORD disciplines 
those he loves, as a father the son he delights in. 

 b. Even in the midst of turmoil, God sticks with us and uses those   
challenges to shape us.  

 c. No longer do we see our setbacks as failures; we see them as        
moments when God, as our loving Father, works on us.

This story occurs at a time when many of Jesus's followers left him. What 
are some reasons people leave Jesus today? 
 
What is the significance of Peter's response in verse 68? 
 
None of us want to think that we will ever leave Jesus and become un-
faithful. But if we do, how can this story help us come back to him? 
 
Imagine yourself as one of the disciples who remained with Jesus. Does it 
sometimes feel today that we are one of a very few faithful Christians?
