Nahum 3:1-7 (NIV) 
1Woe to the city of blood, full of lies, 

Full of plunder, never without victims! 
 

2The crack of whips, the clatter of wheels, 
Galloping horses and jolting chariots! 

 
3Charging cavalry, flashing swords and glittering spears! 
Many casualties, piles of dead, bodies without number,
